The Council has approved the Finance
Committee's recommendation of implementation
of BPay. The new BPay facility will enable
parents to pay outstanding school fees at their
convenience by internet instead of just by cheque
or by credit card.

At this time of the year,
we find that many girls
are having difficulties
with their friendship groups and
this happens for a couple of reasons.

One reason is the girls form very tight friendship
groups in Year 7, some of which have carried
through to secondary school from primary
school. These friendships are wonderful,
nurturing supports for girls at a time when they
transition to secondary school, with al of its
associated demands, such as having different
subjects in arange of rooms, with many teachers
instead of one. Studentsin Year 7 are expected to
be more independent and more responsible for
their learning. The safe haven of a tight
friendship group helps buffer some of these
demands.

However, as students become accustomed to the
demands of secondary school and they assume
the role of asecondary school student, with all its
responsibility, they find they would like to
broaden their horizons and make the most of
what secondary school can offer them. This
includes developing more interests, reaching out
to others and making more friends. Herein lies
the problem.

If agirl wants to make more friends and increase
her friendship and interest networks, she wantsto
make friends in addition to her close friendship
group but sometimes, the members of her close
friendship group don’'t understand this. Instead,
they see it as a dight on their friendship and
things can often turn nasty as aresult.

I will soon be conducting a ‘BFF or Forever
Friends? workshop for students in Years 7 and
8 which will focus on friends, friendships, being
friendly and developing empathy for others. I'm
realy looking forward to running these
workshops and | hope the girls get a lot out of
them.

Developing and demonstrating resiliency are
other skills which do not come easily to girlsin
Years 7 and 8. | have been working with students
individually on how to develop resiliency and
take greater control over adverse situations in
their lives. Often parents become involved, as it
is difficult for them to see their child unhappy.
However, this often makes the situation worse
for the child. Michael Grose' s website, Parenting
Ideas, has a range of excellent books for parents
on resiliency, confidence, cooperation, bringing
out your child's best behaviour and sibling
rivalry. A lot of the books are on sale until the
end of August, so it’s well worth visiting the site.
