The Synthesising mind is one that can survey a
wide range of sources, decide which is most
important and worth paying attention to, and then
put this information together in ways that make
sense to oneself and others. The Creating mind
is evidenced by people who are eager to take
chances, to venture into the unknown, to fall flat
on their face and then pick themself up and once
more jump into the fray. Mistakes are made but
learning is taken from them. The Respectful
mind indicates a person who welcomes exposure
to diverse persons and groups. Gardner says, “A
truly cosmopolitan individual gives others the
benefit of the doubt; displaysinitial trust; triesto
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form links; and avoids prejudicial judgements’.
Finally, the Ethical mind is where such
guestions are raised as “What kind of a person do
| want to be? What kind of worker do | want to
be? What kind of citizen do | want to be? What
would the world be like if all persons behaved
the way | do?’ Parents and schools play an
important part in guiding this quest. Ideally an
ethical person lives in accordance with the
answers, even when they go againgt self interest.

Unit 1 classes are suspended \

from June 1% to 5" when all Unit 1 subjects will
have exams. The exams are all 1 hour long with a
10 minute reading time except for the 2 hour
English exam. Because of impending Unit 3
exams however, Year 11 students who are taking
Unit 3 Biology or Unit 3 Psychology will still be
attending those classes and rescheduling Unit 1
exams if there is a clash. Other Unit 3 classes
will aso be running during this week and Y ear
11 students will of course attend them if there is
not a clash with one of the Unit 1 exams.
Students are required to wear school uniform but
need only attend school for their exams and Unit
3 classes during this week.

The following week begins with the Queen's
birthday holiday. Unit 1 classes will resume but
Unit 3 classes are suspended for the week as final
VCAA exams for Biology, Psychology, Physics,
Chemistry and Accounting are sat. Y ear 11swith
a Biology or Psychology exam are expected to
attend Unit 1 classes once they have completed
the exam. On Thursday 11™ June there will be no
Year 11 or 12 classes. All students taking a Unit
3-4 class this year will be sitting the GAT on this
day. This includes al language studies done
outside school and VET classes that have an
exam at the end of the year. Uniform is not
required for girls sitting the GAT. Girls should
be at school before 9:45 ready for the GAT at
10:00am. All Unit 3 exams are held in the VCE
Centre, however extra rooms are required for the
GAT and your daughter will need to check which
room she has been allocated. Remember Unit 3
exams are set and marked externally and the
supervisors are independent of the school. There
is no opportunity to reschedule these exams, so
check timetabl e dates and times carefully.

Unit 2 and Unit 4 classes will commence on June
15", Requests for change of subject must be in
by the 28" May. Year 11s who have requested a
subject change will be notified whether this has
been possible by the 5" June and if so they will
be able to change class from the 15". Please be
aware that a change of class is dependent on
class size and blocking. If there are more
requests than there are places, a decision will be
made based on discussion with subject teachers.
It may also be necessary to change other classes
in order to accommodate a request. Your
daughter must make it clear on her application if
she would not desire a change if it was necessary
to make these other changes. A student wishing



to change out of or into Math Methods, General
Maths, Chemistry, Physics or Literature needs to
discuss this with Mr Feben and have him endorse
the application. Remember it is unlikely that it
would be possible to reverse the change, so
please make decisions carefully and after full
discussion with Mr Feben, Mrs Egan, the subject
teacher and within the family.

In VCE Legal Studies you learn
about different types of crime, the
court system and what
happens upon an arrest, but
having the experience to tak to
someone who has gone through it all
is a unique opportunity. On Tuesday the 21% of
April, the Year 11 and 12 Lega Studies students
and their teachers took a two hour bus trip to
Castlemaine to visit Loddon Prison. Loddon is a
medium security prison with an education
program for students to talk with prisoners about
their experiences and to observe what a real

prison is like. Ideas of “Prison Break” and other
police shows were going through the minds of
many of the students but when we arrived our
ideas changed. The Loddon grounds include
beautiful gardens and a shrine area for the
religious prisoners. All these areas were built for
and maintained by the prisoners.

When we arrived a Loddon Prison we
disembarked the bus and went to the visitor's
registration area. After we checked-in, got our
visitors passes, went through metal detectors and
heavy doors that you have to shut in order to
open another, we walked through the prison
grounds to the visitor's centre.
