If a student is deemed to be too
unwell to stay at school, one of the First Aid
Attendants will phone her parents to come and
collect her. This process ensures that the school
can keep an up to date record of al student
whereabouts whilst they arein our care.
Students going on family holiday

If you are going on an extended holiday, please
send a letter to your daughter’s Student Manager
a month in advance, clearly indicating the dates
you will be absent. This alows your daughter
plenty of time to liaise with her teacher about the
work she will need to complete.

Winter uniform

It is now June, so al students should be wearing
winter uniform until the end of August. The
blazer must be worn to and from school. Girls
may also wear gloves and scarves — either navy
blue or maroon.

Confiscated items

A reminder that confiscated items will be kept in
a lockable cupboard in the First Aid Office.
Jewellery is kept for 2 weeks. Electronic items
arereturned at the end of the day.

Facial piercings

Nose piercings and other facia piercings are not
to be worn a school. If so, they will be
confiscated.

Traffic safety

Students are asked to cross the road and the train
tracks safely. The school has received reports
recently of girls running across the road against
the lights, standing on Charman Road when cars
are coming and running across the train tracks at
Mentone when trains are coming. Student safety
is of the highest importance and we don’t want
our girlstaking these dangerous risks.

Assistant Principal
Well we are aready nearing the half way mark of
this year and | would like to take this opportunity
to thank all the dedicated people who are
involved in the running of Mentone Girls
Secondary College and who are responsible for
the education of our daughters. It has been avery
busy year and there has been a large amount of
good news to report.
Grantsreceived
At the last council meeting we advised by the
Resource  Committee that the College has
received a number of grants that will assist the
College.
The College has identified the construction of the
Media Studies centre as its next mgjor project,
and there have been a number of meetings held
with the architects as we progress through the
design phase.
The College has aso been advised that it will
receive  $200,000 from the Australian
Government as part of the Federal Governments
Economic Stimulus package for school
maintenance and refurbishments.
Green initiatives
The College is also participating in the Solar in
Schools programs in  partnership  with
Sustainability Victoria. The College will has
dready installed a 4kW solar electrical system.
The College is aso seeking funding for an
additional 2kW solar system and the upgrading

of fluorescent energy efficient lighting. The
school has aso applied for an additional grant
under the National Solar School Fund. If we are
successful, the funding will be used to ingall a
2kW Solar system on the RLC building as well
as replace a large number of lighting bays with
more energy efficient lighting.
The school aso recently instaled over 100 flow
control valves on most of the taps in the college,
these valves has contributed the reduction of
water consumption by the schooal.

As the year progresses more and more of our
year 12s are turning 18 and getting their driver's
licences. This has raised some serious issues
regarding acceptable driving under College
regulations and, in fact, Victorian law. The
school requires that students who drive to or
from school do not carry passengers and do not
use the car during the school day, and of course it
isunlawful for a P1 driver to carry more than one
other person aged 16-21 as a passenger at any
time. The only allowance made to this law is if
the passengers are immediate family members
and there is a fully-licenced supervising driver
present. There have been some rumours amongst
the girls that more than 1 passenger is permitted
by law if they are car-pooling. This is definitely
incorrect, we have checked with the police. We
are requiring that any student who drives to
school, even occasiondly, register with us and
have written approval from her parent/guardian.
If there are compelling circumstances for having
an accompanying passenger, approval must be
gained from both girls' parents before it could be
permitted.

If your daughter isin a position to drive to school
now, please make sure she has completed the
registration process with us.

Head Lice

Please remember to check hair
for head lice on a regular
basis. Much to many parents©
annoyance, the head louse is a
tiny, wingless parasitic insect
that lives among human hairs and

feeds on extremely small amounts of blood
drawn from the scalp. Although they may sound
gross, lice are a very common problem. Lice
aren® dangerous and they don® spread disease,
but they are contagious and can just be
downright annoying. Their bites may cause your
child® scalp to become itchy and inflamed and
persistent scratching may lead to skin irritation
and even infection.

Many head lice infections cause no symptoms,
and probably less than half cause itch. So you
have to LOOK to find out if your daughter has
head lice; do not rely on itching and scratching
alone as an indicator.

Seasons

Has your daughter affected by the loss associated
with the death of a significant person in her life?
This program may be of some help.

The Seasons program is again being offered by
the school to assist young people in coping with
the grief experienced through the death of a
significant person. Seasons has a distinctly
Australian flavour and is based on the seasons of
the year as an image of the movement through
grief to a new life. The healing of grief is a
process which may be facilitated through the
program but not depend on it.

The Seasons program is being offered as an
awareness of the need for ongoing support and
encouragement in times of loss is recognised by
the school.

Seasons is a peer support program, that provides
an opportunity for young people to express,
acknowledge, normalise, accommodate and
integrate their grief.

The program to be conducted during term 3 will
involve 6 sessions of one period each.

Is based on the sharing of life stories

Draws on the wisdom of each person in the
group

Creates a safe place for sharing and exploring the
stories of grief and loss

Encompasses story, symbol and (non-religious)
ritual and celebration

Gives the opportunity for the expression of
guestions, dreams and hope

The figures that | am particularly pleased about
are the high percentage of students who applied
for tertiary courses (96%) and the high
percentage who actually received a tertiary offer
(96%). It is interesting to note the increasing
numbers of students choosing to defer their
university studies for a year, from 8% last year
compared to 15% this year.
