The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) 
is provided to assist eligible families with the 
costs associated with the education of their 
children.  To be eligible for receipt of the EMA 
you must: 
·  be either a parent or guardian of a primary 

or secondary school student up to the age 
of sixteen; and 

·  be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink 
pension, allowance or benefit within the 
meaning of the State Concessions Act 
1986 or  be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) 
pensioner or  be a foster parent. 

 
The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first 
day of Term 1 (29th January 2008 and Term 3 
(14th July 2008).  
 
The EMA application must be submitted to the 
school by 29thFebruary 2008 for the first 
payment and 1st August 2008 for the second 
payment. 
 
The EMA provides an annual amount that is paid 
in two instalments. 
 
Parents with continuing eligibility, who are paid 
the first instalment of 2008 through this school 
will not be required to complete a new 
application for the second instalment.  Parents 
who transfer children to another school after 29th 
February 2008 and prior to 1st August 2008, 
must reapply at the new school for the second 
instalment.

We encourage all 
parents and children to use these safe school crossing points when going to or coming from 
school.  These school crossings are manned by a dedicated team of professionally trained 
school crossing supervisors, who are equipped to deliver the best road safety service to you 
and your children; and we ask that you respect their instructions and lead by example to 
encourage your child to be road safe.  
 
SPEED 
Around Victorian schools each year more then 250 casualty crashes occur. To protect young 
lives, arrive alive! school speed limits apply outside every school to increase the safety of 
children and other road users.

PARKING and TRAFFIC PROBLEMS 
Road rules exist for your safety and the safety of other road users.  The most common 
parking and traffic offences committed around schools in Kingston are: 
 
·  Stopping on a children’s crossing – including 20m before and 10m after the crossing 
·  Stopping in a NO STOPPING area 
·  Double Parking 
·  Stopping in a Bus Zone 
·  Stopping in a Disable Bay – without displaying a disable persons permit 
·  Stopping in a NO PARKING area 
·  Parking for longer than the time indicated on the sign –e.g 2 min P, 5 min P, 15 min P 

etc 
·  Driving through a children’s crossing while a pedestrian is on it (this includes the 

school crossing supervisor) 
·  Failing to obey  a “No U Turn” sign 
·  Speeding 
 
Parking and traffic offences may incur an ‘on the spot’ fine and are enforced by Council’s 
Local Laws and Parking Officers and the Victorian Police.   
 
Remember it is an offence to momentarily STOP your vehicle to allow your child to alight or to 
pick up your child in a NO STOPPING AREA, BUS ZONE, ON A CHILDREN’S CROSSNIG 
etc.  For safety concerns infringement notices will be posted to the registered owner of the 
offending vehicle. 
 
CHILDREN’S CROSSINGS 
In relation to a children’s crossing, drivers must stop their vehicle and remain stationary if: 
 

·  A stop sign is displayed towards them, or 
·  Any pedestrian,including the crossing supervisor, is on the crossing. 

 
The City of Kingston emphasizes the road safety message around schools to keep the 
children of Kingston safe.  Parents please consider others at these busy times of day.  If you 
do what is lawful and not what is convenient, everyone will have a more pleasant experience 
and the safety for all will be maintained.
